In 1878 The Beaumet family in Epernay created
a Champagne Company that developed what
would eventually become one of the most
successful, quality-driven brands in today’s
market. As a result of its reputation, demand
has spread rapidly and now Champagne
Beaumet is in high demand throughout Europe,
including the UK, Belgium, Holland, Switzerland
and Germany.

Chateau Malakoff

1977 saw the acquisition of Champagne
Beaumet by Chateau Malakoff, which was later
acquired by the prestigious Laurent Perrier
Group. Consequently Champagne Beaumet has
benefited from a guaranteed supply of grapes.

The quality for which it is renown comes
primarily from the grapes, sourced from the best
crus of the Cote des Blancs, Montagne de Reims
and the Cote des Bar. The grapes are then
pressed in new state-of-the-art facilities in Oger,

Chateau Malakoff's underground cellars

right in the heart of the vineyards of
the Cote des Blancs. The long ageing
period then takes place 30 meters
underground in 5 kilometers of chalk
cellars under the picturesque Chateau
Malakoff in Epernay.

The Beaumet range comprises of the
Cuvee Non-Vintage, Cuvee Demi-
Sec, Cuvee Malakoff, Rose, Blanc de
Blancs and Vintage Champagne.

Faithful to its traditions, Champagne
Beaumet is still recognised today for
freshness, structure and finesse!

Beaumet ‘Cuvee Brut’

Fine mousse and an elegant nose and
palate, with a subtle bready quality and green
apple and citrus fruit. The acidity provides a
good structure and a fresh finish, balancing
the fruit character.

Beaumet ‘Cuvee Blanc de Blancs’

This is a light and refreshing wine that is
ideal as an aperitif. The nose is delicate with
hints of fresh brioche and lemon, on the
palate the mousse is soft and constant with
lively acidity and a firm structure, the citrus
fruit is evident and leads to an almost
fragrant finish.

Beaumet ‘Demi Sec’

This Cuvée is the fruit of blending thirty or so
crus, the diversity of which is the source for
its balance. This medium dry blend has a
notable dosage that brings out the full and
sweet flavours that are often necessary to
accompany desserts

Beaumet ‘Cuvee Brut’ Rosé

Deep, onion skin pink in appearance with
a constant stream of fine bubbles. The
nose is full of aromas of wild strawberry
and this continues on to the palate, with
fresh acidity and dry lingering finish.

Beaumet ‘Cuvee Brut’ Vintage 1999
The mousse is fine and persistent with a
clear golden colour. The nose is fresh but
exudes a rich yeasty quality with a touch
of acacia blossom. On the palate the
crisp acidity creates a fresh, elegant style
with a rich biscuity finish.

Beaumet ‘Cuvee Malakoff’ Brut

The sparkle is fine and plentiful with a
clear pale golden colour. The nose is
fresh and has a subtle brioche quality,
there is a hint of orange blossom and
hazelnuts with citrus fruits. The wine has
a delicately scented, lingering finish.
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
