3 Stones is a collection of wines 
from New Zealand, wines for today 
emblazoned with a purity of fruit and 
a sense of place. New Zealand lies 
in the South Pacific, with 
winegrowing regions falling between 
the 36th and 45th parallels. A 
temperate, maritime climate allows 
long sunshine days imbuing the 
wines with a distinct and spirited 
varietal definition. This identity has 
earned New Zealand a place among 
the world’s notable winegrowing 
nations. 
 
New Zealand’s two major 
winegrowing regions sit on the 
country’s two main Islands. The 
Marlborough region, at the northern 
tip of the South Island, and the 
North Island’s Hawkes Bay were 
chosen for this collection.  

 

With grape varieties partnered to vineyards and 
sensitive winemaking, the 3 Stones wines emerge 
with all of elements of modern, enjoyable wine. 

The range includes a Sauvignon Blanc & Pinot 
Noir from the world renowned Marlborough region 
whilst the Riesling, Chardonnay, and 
Cabernet/Merlot are produced from grapes grown 
in the exclusive Gimlett Gravels area of Hawkes 
Bay.

3 Stones Sauvignon Blanc: 
The Sauvignon Blanc is a zesty and 
delicious wine from Marlborough. Flavours of 
passion fruit and gooseberry combine with 
mouth-watering acidity, creating a truly 
refreshing wine. 
 
 
3 Stones Chardonnay: 
The Chardonnay shows an intensely 
flavoured array of peaches and citrus. It is 
beautifully enhanced by barrel fermentation, 
adding a note of toasted almonds. 
 
 
 

 

 
3 Stones Riesling: 
The Riesling is delicate and expressive, 
with aromas of green apples and crushed 
lime. It has an attractive fruity finish with 
honeycomb nuances. 
 
3 Stones Syrah: 
The Syrah is enticingly aromatic, with 
elements of blueberry and ground white 
pepper. Ageing in French Oak Barriques 
has given the wine structure and a hint of 
sweetness� �
 
3 Stones Pinot Noir: 
The Pinot Noir is immediately aromatic 
and expressive. An intriguing fruit nose 
comprising of cherry and ripe red fruits 
leads onto a poised palate.  The result is 
a well balanced, firmly structure yet 
approachable wine. 
 
3 Stones Merlot Cabernet: 
The Merlot Cabernet, comprised of a 
nearly equal proportion of both grapes, is 
an immediately appealing wine. A 
combination of blackberry and dark 
plums, with a slightly savoury finish.
